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What is the Dubai Public Libraries Summer Camp?

Dubai Public Libraries’ summer camp is an innovative initiative by Dubai Culture that
provides a creative and educational environment to help children and youth discover their
talents, develop their skills, and grow their creativity across different fields. Held under the

theme “Heritage and Innovation,” this year’s edition supports the “Year of Community”

by strengthening social bonds and national identity through cultural heritage.

The camp features a wide range of workshops in visual arts, jewelry design, and
traditional Emirati architecture, alongside activities in technology and artificial
intelligence. These are delivered in creative ways that combine local heritage with
modern practices. The programme encourages young participants to think creatively,
build their skills, and explore new areas that support personal growth and sustainable
development for families and communities.

What is the pobjective of organizing the summer camp at Dubai Public Libraries?

The summer camp at Dubai Public Libraries aims to create a creative environment that
helps discover young talents while enhancing children's communication skills, positive
thinking, and teamwork. It also trains them to take on responsibility through a rich
selection of interactive workshops that blend art and entertainment.

The camp will run for two weeks across all branches of Dubai Public Libraries,
including Al Safa Art & Design Library, Umm Sugeim Library, Hatta Library, Al
Mankhool Library, Al Twar Library, and Al Rashidiya Library, in addition to Al Mizhar
Majlis and Al Barsha Community Centre, in collaboration with the Community
Development Authority.

What age groups does the camp cater to?

The Summer Camp is open to children aged 5 to 14 years old.

What type of activities does the camp include?

Children will enjoy a diverse range of workshops and experiences inspired by the
theme 'Heritage and Innovation.’ Activities include traditional boat-building, Al Yowla
dance, the Emirati game Al Gaheef, solar-powered car building, chatbot
development, Emirati fashion design, and Al storytelling, among many others.

How can parents register their children?

Registration can be completed in person at any Dubai Public Library branch or online
via https://dubaiculture.gov.ae/ar/events/Summer-Camp---2025. Parents will be
asked to provide the child’s name and age, as well as their own contact information
(mobile number and email address), and preferred session dates. Camp fees are
payable at the time of registration.

Who supervises the children during the camp?

Children are supervised by a dedicated team of educators, mentors, artists, and youth
specialists, all committed to providing a safe and rewarding experience.




What are the registration fees and payment terms?

One session: AED 210 for Dubai Public Library members / AED 420 for non-members
Two sessions: AED 420 for members / AED 840 for non-members

Full payment is required upon registration. Daily payment options are not available.
Registration will close once group capacity is reached at the participating libraries.

Can children switch libraries or time slots?

Participants must register at a single library and adhere to the chosen time slot.
Changing locations or switching between morning/evening sessions is not permitted
to ensure fairness and consistency for everyone.

Can parents cancel the registration and get a refund?

All registrations are final. No cancellations or refunds will be accepted.

Will the children's work be displayed?

Yes. Each session concludes with an interactive exhibition at the participating
libraries, featuring the creative projects produced during camp. Displays are

organised by age group and highlight how young participants blended heritage with
innovation in their work.

How many children are allowed per group?

Each group is capped at 30 children to maintain a safe and engaging camp experience.
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
