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The Dubai Public Library Summer Camp is an innovative initiative designed to help children enjoy
their summer vacation with interactive workshops that discover and develop their talents and
creativity. This year's camp raises the theme ‘Our Summer is Full of Arts and Innovation.

The Dubai Public Library summer camp aims to provide a creative environment where children can
discover their talents, improve communication, positive thinking, and teamwork skills, and learn
responsibility through interactive workshops that blend arts and entertainment. The camp also
works to document children's relationship with reading through the Second-Hand Book Fair hosted
by Al Safa Art & Design Library in line with the camp that is held over two periods, the first from
15 to 26 July, and the second from 5 to 16 August at Al Safa Art and Design Library and the public
libraries in Al Rashidiya, Al Twar, Umm Sugeim, Al Mankhool and Hatta.

The Dubai Public Library summer camp is for children from 5 to 14 years old, split into two age
groups, the first from 5 to 9 years old and the second from 9 to 14.

The camp activities are held at the Dubai Public Library branches over two periods, two weeks each.

The first camp will be held from 15 to 26 July 2024
The second camp will be held from 5 to 16 August 2024

The activity timings differ according to the library branch:

The camp includes a rich programme of specialised activities inspired by its theme, ‘Our Summer is
Full of Arts and Innovation. The first camp, held from 15 to 26 July, features interactive workshops
to introduce children aged 5-9 to innovative farming techniques, sustainable farm creation
methods, and ways to control robots in smart farm management. Children aged 9 to 14 will be given
instruction in smart city building methods, including using recycled materials, innovative urban
planning techniques, and smart system types. They will additionally participate in the drawing and
colouring of murals inspired by the Smart Farm & City track under the guidance of artists Najat
Makki, Magdy Al Kafrawi, and Rabab Tantawi.

The second camp, held from 5 to 16 August, includes the Innovative Projects Village track. During
these workshops, participants will create products influenced by different cultures worldwide, go
through logo design and colour selection, explore traditional and modern products through images
and storytelling, and understand Shark Tank-type entrepreneurship strategies. They will also learn
product development, pricing, marketing, and the creating of advertising campaigns.

On the last day of the camp in both July and August, the young people will have the chance to
showcase their work at the Art Projects Expo, where a specialised jury will evaluate and select the

winners.

The Second-Hand Book Fair is one of the most prominent activities included in this year’s summer
camp. It will be held in Al Safa Art & Design Library throughout the camp period during the library’s
opening hours from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. on Sundays to Thursdays, and 8 a.m. to 12 p.m. on Fridays.
Dubai Culture will provide a wide range of quality books at symbolic prices ranging between AED 2,
5 and 10 to enhance the concept of book sustainability by exchanging them among community
members, in addition to spreading culture and knowledge to different age groups.

Parents can register their children via xxx. They must fill out a form that includes information, such
as the guardian’s name, mobile phone number, alternative contact number, email address, and the
age of the child/children, and specify the time period that suits them. They will have to pay the camp
fees directly upon completing the registration process.

Our staff includes a group of experts, mentors, teachers, artists and volunteers, in addition to
specialists in developing young peoples’ skills, to ensure necessary experiences are had during the
recreational and creative activities included in the camp.

The cost of participation in one camp is AED 210 for Dubai Public Library members, and AED 420
for non-members, while the cost of both camps is AED 420 for members and AED 840 for
non-members. It must be paid in full upon child registration, and the daily payment option is not
available. The fee can be paid via xxx. Registration will stop when the maximum numbers in the
participating libraries in the camp are complete.

When parents register their children in the camp, they can choose only one specific library, which
requires them to adhere to the camp programme, and thus the participating child cannot move from
morning to evening or vice versa or from one library to another. This is to ensure that the rest of the
children obtain their full rights in the workshops and activities that are offered to them, noting that

all the activities of the camp are designed with high professionalism.

Registration cannot be cancelled nor can fees be refunded after camp registrations have been

completed.

On the last day of both camp periods, Dubai Culture will collect the children's work and artefacts
that they have accomplished throughout their participation in the camp and present them in the Art
Projects Expo, which will be held in each library, where a specialised jury will evaluate and select

winners. Each child will also receive a certificate of participation presented by Dubai Public Library.

The camp has identified a limited number of children within each library, a maximum of 30, to ensure
that health and safety standards are met and to allow everyone to enjoy the full activities and

workshops.

The Authority's team will take a series of photos of the children participating in the camp during
their engagement in activities. This will help highlight their interaction with ideas, workshop
presenters, and their peers in other groups, thereby boosting the children’s self-confidence. This is

mentioned in the registration form, and prior parental consent is obtained.

The child or parents cannot, under any circumstances, claim the materials or items used by the child
during the workshops and take them home due to the child’s absence from camp activities due to
illness or any other reason.

You can become a Dubai Public Library member through the Dubai Culture website or the Dubai
Public Library application. The user must fill out the registration form, upload a copy of their Emirates
ID, specify the type of membership required, and pay the fees. After completing these steps, the

membership holder can receive a camp discount.
