Children will explore the shapes and formations of rocks in
Hatta's mountains, then sculpt rock formations, identify
minerals in a lab, and apply their knowledge outdoors,

fostering teamwork and critical thinking.

Children will learn about erosion and how natural forces shape landscapes, then simulate
erosion with rocks, sand, and water, deepening their understanding and fostering scientific

curiosity and environmental awareness.

Children will explore Hatta's traditional stone masonry, learn
how craftsmen used local materials, then build miniature

models, fostering teamwork, problem-solving, and appreciation
